Stomp your feet and clap your
hands when you can, and remind
your soul that the Lord is God. He
is your Creator, you belong to him;
he is your Good Shepherd.

Give thanks to him, and specifically
name things for which you are
thankful.

Sing praise to him for his
faithfulness and unending love!
